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MAJOR PROJECTS

CURRY RESERVE WATER
PLAY FACILITY

Council has commenced works on its first water play park at
Curry Reserve in Elderslie.

The $2.4 million project will include three splash pads, 36 play
features including toddlers ‘discovery stream’, water heating system,
waterproof wheelchairs and storage, shade sails, accessible change
facilities, toilets, showers, change rooms and parking.

Works are expected to be completed during the coming summer -
season. Mayor of Camden, Cr Lara Symkowiak with daughter Airlie, Hayley Edwards
and her Mum, Jodie at the location for the new water play park.

SEDGEWICK RESERVE
YOUTH PLAY SPACE

Sedgewick Reserve is currently being upgraded to deliver a youth play
space for all ages incorporating a focus on equipment for 12 - 17 year
olds.

The new youth play space will expand on the existing young
children’s playground and will feature a recessed trampoline,
climbing equipment, areas for skating, scooters and bikes, musical
equipment and natural play elements to enhance the diversity of
play experiences. The project will also include new shade structures,
seating, parking, accessible amenities and landscaping.

The $1.359 million project is expected to be completed in late 2018.

HARRINGTON LAKE YOUTH
PLAY SPACE

Works have commenced on Camden’s first ninja warrior style youth
play space at Harrington Lake Reserve which will offer a dynamic play
experience for all ages with a focus on 12 - 17 year olds.

The $1141 million space is expected to be completed in late 2018.

CAMDEN TOWN CENTRE
UPGRADE STAGES 3 AND 4

Improvement works are continuing on stages 3 and 4 of the
Camden Town Centre upgrades.

Stage 3, from Oxley Street to Murray Street, is on schedule to be
completed in September. Stage 4, Is due to commence in October
2018 and expected to be completed in June 2019.

The $6.95 million project includes widening and construction of new
wider footpaths, new street furniture, landscaping of Murray Street
roundabout, additional trees and garden beds, new street lighting and
improved drainage.
