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Watch out for dirt bags

Accepting fill (soil or dirt) which has been
excavated from one site and moved to another
site can be risky business.

Free or clean fill is often found to contain building and
demolition waste, heavy metals and even asbestos.

By accepting contaminated fill onto your property,
you could be inadvertently breaking the law and can
be left holding the bill for any clean up costs, as well
as dealing with environmental pollution.

The Environmental Protection Authority (EPA) has
found many land owners are searching for fill through
classifieds, with companies and individuals also
advertising their fill through letterbox drops, roadside
sighage and even door knocking land owners directly.

Handy Checklist
Be ‘in the know’ before you accept soil or other fill

1. Get the approvals - check with Council
before you accept any fill.

Know the source - make sure you know where
the fill has come from.

Do your research - make sure you have a
reputable supplier and take up laboratory testing
of the fill.

Record details - take down information of
anyone delivering fill to your property, including
names, driver’s licence, vehicle registrations,
vehicle signage or any other information you
might observe. Save your telephone call logs
and text messages.

Be there - be at your property when the fill is
delivered. If you see something odd such as
chunks of bricks, tiles, fibrous material or
sheeting, ask the transporter to stop and

call Council on 4654 7777 or the

EPA Environment Line on 131 555.

Hot tips for
the coming winter

Using your wood heater efficiently will not only
keep your home warm but help reduce wood
smoke that can be harmful to you, your family and
your neighbours!

Tips for using your wood heater efficiently:

* Check the flue, chimney and baffle regularly for
a build-up of soot or creosote (a tar-like oily
deposit) which can build-up and can cause
chimney fires.

e Only use aged dry hardwood.

e Freshly cut or unseasoned wood needs to be
aged for about 8 to 12 months.

Find out how much moisture your wood contains by
borrowing a moisture meter from Camden or Narellan
Library today.
